This form is used in conjunction with an instruction manual you obtain from the FAA. BE CAREFUL, as you basically do not need anything in the manual other than two short forms if you are not a commuter and you have aircraft with less than 60 seats or 18,000 pounds of useful load. This is important because there is a lot of information about financial requirements and some inspectors tell the applicants to do that. DO NOT! Not if you are a Part 135 ON-DEMAND air carrier. You will be operating with a Part 298 exemption and all you do is file the OST 4507, with an $8 check and the insurance papers are usually done by your insurance carrier. That is form OST 6410.

We have had problems with these numbers so you may have to call several times. Often it is just voice mail and then leave the message that you are a Part 135 ON-DEMAND or SCHEDULED or PART 121 as they have different booklets for each case and different requirements for the forms.
